REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
TUESDAY, AUGUST 01, 2017

CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Marvin More at 7:01 p.m. The meeting was held in the
Meeting Room of the St. Clair City Hall, 304 Main Street West, St. Clair, Minnesota. Council Members
present: Mayor More, Jason Weinandt, Cindy Glamm, Duke Arndt and Randy Thompson. Council
Members absent: No Council Members were absent. City Staff present: Thad Baker, Public Works
Supervisor, Catherine Seys, City Clerk-Treasurer, Bill Fitzloff, Fire Chief and Troy Goettl, Assistant Fire
Chief. Others present: Jack May (St. Clair School Board Liaison), Randy Senkyr (St. Clair Fire Dept. Relief
Association President).

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and Mayor More welcomed all visitors and guests.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA, MINUTES AND BILLS

A motion was made by Council Member Weinandt, seconded by Council Member Glamm to approve the
Agenda. Motion carried with all in favor.

The minutes of July 05, 2017 Regular Council Meeting was approved with a motion by Council Member
Glamm, seconded by Council Member Thompson and carried with all in favor.

The invoices and bills for the month of July 2017 were approved with a motion by Council Member
Weinandt, seconded by Council Member Glamm and carried with all in favor.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS — The following Unfinished Business items were discussed:

BERM REPAIR and FLOOD MITIGATION PROJECT — Clerk-Treasurer Seys reported that Jeff Domras
(Bolton and Menk) is still waiting for the final soil borings report from Braun. After receipt and review of
the final report the projects design plans will be finalized and submitted to FEMA for their approval.

SOLAR ENERGY —The Council had a presentation from Geronimo Energy in July. Public Works Supervisor
Baker and Clerk-Treasurer Seys have had multiple conversations with NRG Solar Energy. The Council is
taking no action at this time with regard to subscribing to solar energy and will further research the
matter.

ST. JOHN’S CEMETERY (NYQUIST ADDITON)

The St. John’s Cemetery (Nyquist Addition — corner of Willow Lane and Hwy. 83) is located in McPherson
Township (not in City limits). Clerk-Treasurer Seys presented the Council with a League of Minnesota
Cities Memo outlining ‘Cemetery Regulations’. The 15 page Memo covers a large amount of information
relating to cemeteries, including transfers to a city, cemetery abandonment and County takeover. Blue
Earth County Attorney (Pat McDermott) will be contacted for further clarification and additional
information regarding cemetery upkeep and maintenance options.

NEW BUSINESS — No New Business items were discussed.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT
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Fire Dept. Relief Association President Randy Senkyr discussed the following:

Based on the most recent Fire Dept. Relief Assoc. audit and contingent upon approval by the St. Clair
City Council, the Fire Dept. Relief Assoc. Trustees have approved an increase in the annual benefit
amount from $1,500.00 per year of service to $1,700.00 per year of service. Motion made by
Council Member Thompson, seconded by Council Member Glamm to approve the increase in the
Fire Dept. Relief Assoc. benefit amount from $1,500.00 per year of service to $1,700.00 per year of
service. Motion carried with Council Members Thompson, Glamm and Arndt in favor and Mayor
More and Council Member Weinandt abstaining.

Mr. Senkyr requested the annual municipal support for the St. Clair Fire Dept. Relief Association in
the amount of $5,000.00 for taxes payable year 2018. Motion by Council Member Glamm,
seconded by Council Member Thompson to approve the request. Motion carried with Council
Members Glamm, Thompson and Arndt in favor, and Mayor More and Council Member Weinandt
abstaining.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPT. REPORT

Public Works Dept. Supervisor Thad Baker reported on the following:

Replacement of the 12 year old City truck was again discussed. Options for a new City truck were
discussed specifically 3/4 ton or 1 ton and flatbed/dump box or regular truck box. Mr. Baker will
continue to explore truck options and report back to the City Council.

Loken completed the curb painting throughout town.

The County had bituminous material left from their patchwork on Main Street East and it was used
to patch the area on Mill Street where a sink hole was repaired.

A sink hole was repaired on Railroad Street (10” clay storm tile). The sink hole was in the boulevard
so no street surface was disrupted during the repair.

RDO serviced the City front end loader; additional repairs are needed and estimated at $2,284.00.
Public Works Supervisor Baker will contact RDO and have the repairs completed in the near future.
The City will request bids for the Church Street Sidewalk Project and also for the repair of the
sidewalk around the three (3) electrical boxes that need replacing on Main Street East/West.

The City will also request bids for street repair (overlay) of Fitzloff Avenue, Hiawatha Drive, a section
of Pilgrim Street and Mill Street from Main Street East to Front Street East.

CITY CLERK-TREASURER’S REPORT

City Clerk-Treasurer Catherine Seys reported on the following:
