TO VOTE IN THE PRESIDENTIAL NOMINATION PRIMARY THE VOTER MUST DECLARE A POLITICAL PARTY

The Presidential Nomination Primary Election is being held on Tuesday, March 3rd.  The most distinguishing feature about the Presidential Nomination Primary Election is that in order to receive a ballot and vote, the voter will be required to declare a political party. For this Presidential Nomination Primary the LAW states that no voter shall vote without first declaring a political party and signing an oath stating that they are in general agreement with the principles of that political party. The party choice is private data for all uses and audiences EXCEPT the major political parties who can only use the information for political and campaign purposes.

ELECTION BALLOTS

Because a voter must declare a party, they will receive a ballot specific to that political party. In Minnesota, we have four major political parties; however only two (2) parties submitted candidates for the Presidential Nomination Primary (Republican and Democratic-Farmer-Labor). This means each precinct (polling place) will have TWO (2) SEPARATE BALLOTS available on Election Day.  The voter will receive one ballot (either Republican or Democratic-Farmer-Labor), based on the political party they, the voter, declared.

FREQUETLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT THE

Will all parties participate in the Presidential Nomination Primary?  No, only major parties will participate.

Will all parties be on the same ballot?  No, each major party will have a separate ballot.

Who decides which candidates will appear on a party’s ballot?
The chair of each party will submit a list of candidates for the party’s ballot no later than 63 days before the date of the Presidential Nomination Primary (December 31, 2019).

What if a candidate drops out before the primary?  Once a party’s list is submitted, changes will not be made to candidates that will appear on the ballot. 

Will there be a place to write in a choice or vote for “uncommitted”?  Only if it is requested by the party chair. Party chairs will need to submit names of write-in candidates to be counted seven days before the primary.

Will any other offices be on the ballot?  No, only presidential candidates from a major party will appear on the Presidential Nomination Primary ballot. Other offices with a primary will be on the primary ballot in August. 

How will I be able to vote in the Presidential Nomination Primary?  Registered voters will be able to vote at their polling place on Presidential Nomination Primary day or by absentee ballot in the 46 days before Presidential Nomination Primary day (starting January 17, 2020). A voter must request the ballot of the party of their choice. If a voter refuses to select a party, they will not be able to vote in the Presidential Nomination Primary.

Will other people know which party’s ballot I request?  A voter’s choice of party ballot will be recorded and is private data. However, a list of who voted in a Presidential Nomination Primary and the political party each voter selected will be provided to the chair of each major political party. How a voter voted on the ballot will be secret.

Will parties have to abide by the primary results?  The Presidential Nomination Primary results must bind the election of delegates in each party.

Who will pay for the Presidential Nomination Primary?  County and municipalities will be reimbursed by the state for the primary costs.

Will there still be precinct caucuses?  Yes, precinct caucuses and local and state nominating conventions will still take place to conduct other party business.



















































TIMELINE … 
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The 2020 Census is right around the corner … counting every person living in the United States is a massive undertaking.  Here's a look at some of the key dates along the way: 

· MARCH 2020:  POSTCARD MAILING: 
Census postcards are sent to all households. 

· MARCH 12 - 20, 2020:  MAILING #1: 
A letter with info to take census online (the majority of people will receive this) or Letter and Paper Survey (20 - 25% of people will receive this, based on demographic characteristics and Internet connectivity). 

· MARCH 16 – 24, 2020:  MAILING #2: 
A reminder letter is mailed to all housing units. 

· MARCH 26 – APRIL 3:  MAILING #3: 
A reminder postcard is mailed to persons who have not yet completed the Census questionnaire. 

· APRIL 1, 2020: 
Census Day is observed nationwide. By this date, every household will receive an invitation to participate in the 2020 Census. Once the invitation arrives, you should respond for your household in one of three ways:  online, by phone, or by mail. When you respond to the census, you tell the Census Bureau where you live as of April 1, 2020. 

· APRIL 2020: 
Census takers begin visiting college students who live on campus, people living in senior centers and others who live among large groups of people. 

· APRIL 8 – 16, 2020:  MAILING #4: 
A reminder letter and Census questionnaire is mailed to persons who haven't responded to the Census. 

· [bookmark: _GoBack]APRIL 20 – 27, 2020:  MAILING #5: 
The final "It's not too late" reminder postcard is mailed to persons who haven't yet completed the Census questionnaire. 

· MAY – JULY 2020: 
The Census workers visit addresses of persons that haven't yet completed the 2020 Census questionnaire ... to make sure everyone is counted!

· DECEMBER 2020: 
The Census Bureau delivers apportionment counts to the President and Congress as required by law. 

· MARCH 31, 2021: By this date, the Census Bureau will send redistricting counts to states. This information is used to redraw legislative districts based on population changes.
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SIDEWALK SNOW REMOVAL

The resident/occupant of any property abutting a public sidewalk is responsible for ice and snow removal.  All ice and snow must be removed from public sidewalks within 36 hours after the ice or snow has ceased to fall. If the sidewalk is not cleared within the designated time the City will hire it done.  The property owner will be charge $50.00 each time it is necessary for the City to remove snow from the sidewalk.

DON’T GET TOWED!

Use off-street parking after any snowfall of 1" or more until the street has been plowed curb to curb.  

If snowplows are forced to go around parked vehicles, the snow surrounding the car can create a hazard to the traveling public as well as plow operators and equipment.  

Vehicles that have been parked on the street longer than twenty-four (24) hours after a snowfall event and have prohibited the complete clearing of the street are subject to towing and impounding at the owners expense. 

SNOWMOBILE OPERATORS

Within the City of St. Clair snowmobiles are to be driven on the right hand lane of the street as close as practical to the curb or edge of the street.  

IT IS UNLAWFUL TO OPERATE A SNOWMOBILE:
· On a public sidewalk.
· On boulevards within any public right-of-way.
· On private property (without permission).
· In the City Park. 
Anyone witnessing snowmobile violations are asked to call 911 immediately to report the incident.
